The Gateway Arts 
District is proud to be the home of more than 500 artists, 
150 studios and a dozen artist collectives.  Many of the 
artists and arts spaces offer educational opportunities.  
There are all levels of creative engagement from 
introductory classes to master experiences for every 
age, and in every medium. Performances and exhibitions 
happen every week in the Gateway Arts District’s private 
and public venues.  

The Prince George’s Gateway Arts District is a long stretch 
of creative industries encompassing four towns along two 
miles of Route 1. Each of the four towns – Mount Rainier, 
Brentwood, North Brentwood and Hyattsville – has a 
strong sense of place as an individual neighborhood with 
a unique cultural history. The arts and cultural community 
emerged from these tight-knit towns. Locally, they have an 
economic impact that supports small business and housing 
development in the Maryland-Washington, DC suburban 
area.
